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conflicting methodologies. The concern with latest works and development trend of western Das Kapital studies conduces to expanding our academic scope,
upgrading methodology, mastering their discourse system, and merging into the mainstream of international Das Kapital studies.(Tai Li-hua)

On Alain Badiou’s Liberation Politics as a Communist Perception of Affirmative Dialectics: Communism as the ultimate goal of Marxist political liberation has
long been avoided by Western Marxist scholars. Rather, they, from Horkheimer of Frankfurt School to Theodor Adorno, made all efforts to build up a “Marxism
without communism” with the intention of reshaping Marxist revolutionary politics through absolute—denial critics and negative dialectics which consequently
suspended communism as the ultimate liberation of human beings. Starting with their negative dialectics, we find out that the denial advocated by Theodor
Adorno and others equals following heteropoly ideas, abandoning homogeneity, and creating an absolutely heterogeneous universe with no homogeneity. On the
contrary, Alain Badiou, contemporary French Marxist philosopher, abides by affirmative dialectics, validates the rationality of communism and related events,
and clarifies that we can free human beings from contemporary capitalist maze and achieve the prospect of human liberation only after validating communism as
the future truth.(Lan Jiang)

On Inheriting and Developing Traditional Chinese Virtues: A Study of Xi Jin-ping’ s Important Statements on Traditional Chinese Virtues: Xi Jin—ping
highly emphasized the inheritance, sublation and innovative development of traditional Chinese culture. Inheriting and developing traditional Chinese
culture is in line with realistic demand as well as the necessity for moral development and value cultivation. Xi emphasized “ethnic spirit”, “ethnic
characters” and “times values”, which guide the inheritance and development of traditional Chinese cultures. Xi Jin—ping inherited and developed the Party
’s ideas on traditional Chinese culture, and creatively initiated the innovative transformation and development of traditional Chinese culture. This furthers

On the Cultural Significance of Mao Ze—dong’ s Cultural Views on the Wei and Jin Dynasties in His Late Years: Mao Ze—dong’s cultural views and practice
accounts for an important part of the cultural history prior to the reform and opening—up, particularly his cultural views on the Wei and Jin dynasties in his late
years. Three major perceptions are included: first, he opposed cultural dictatorship and advocated free development of academy and art. Second, he strongly
appreciated independent thinking without being constrained by sage’s words. Thirdly, Mao supplemented poetics for ambitions with that for affections, elevated
the ontological important of literal and artistic aesthetics, and enriched and developed Marxist aesthetics. Mao Zedong”s cultural views are anything but “muse
over things of the remote past”. Rather, they embodied his comparative study between the past and the present. Through thoughts on the Wei and Jin cultures, Mao
Zedong deeply reflected upon the cultural and artistic mistakes in Cultural Revolution. Mao Zedong held high expectations of artistic freedom and prosperous
development, strongly rejected any moves against cultural and artistic laws. All these views are exceptionally precious in Mao Zedong s late years.(Huang Li—zhi)
The Wisdom of Anti-Corruption in Classic of Changes: Classic of Changes, as our refined traditional Chinese culture, contains rich cultural thoughts and great
academic value. The anti—corruption wisdom in Classic of Changes not only imposes great influence over our long historical course of 3000 years, but also carries
contemporary values. It could offer reference for the ongoing work of anti—corruption.( Zhou Shan )

On the New Development of Cultural Restructuring under the Leadership of the New Session of the CPC Central Committee : The reform of cultural institution
since the 18th CPC National Congress is the expansion of cultural restructuring of the Reform and Opening, especially after the 16th CPC National Congress.
Cultural restructuring had gone through three phases before the 18th CPC National Congress. After that, the reform stepped into a new comprehensive phase.

On American Financial Crisis and Its Implication from the Perspective of National Security: The outbreak of American financial crisis in 2007 resulted from
continual ideological sprawl of neo-liberalism and financial protectionism, increasing contradiction between surplus production and insufficient demand, and
the financial legislation and law enforcement confined by interest groups in US. The US government not only failed to play its necessary obligation in financial
supervision, but geared the financial virtualization and frothiness. The major lesson from the crisis lies in the triple side—effects from inadequate consumption,
financialization and governmental capture in addition to the marriage of real estate and financial bubbles. China should have great vigilance and safeguard in
terms of national security through balancing the relations between government and market, supply and demand, virtual economy and the real one so as to
